​Data Controller​

​The Data Controller is the City of Torino, Piazza Palazzo di Città no. 1, 10122 Torino.​

​In​ ​this​ ​specific​ ​case,​ ​the​ ​Data​ ​Controller​ ​has​ ​appointed​ ​as​ ​Data​ ​Processor​ ​the​
​Director​ ​of​ ​the​ ​Department​ ​for​ ​Ecological​​Transition,​​European​​Funds​​and​​NRRP,​

​Purposes of the Data Processing and Legal Basis​

​The​​Data​​Controller​​processes​​the​​data​​provided​​lawfully,​​fairly,​​and​​transparently​
​for​ ​purposes​ ​related​ ​to​ ​the​ ​management​ ​of​​administrative​​activities​​connected​
​to the call "Hello Torino - Housing for Talents".​

​Therefore,​​all​​personal​​data​​communicated​​by​​the​​Data​​Subject​​are​​processed​​by​
​the Data Controller on the basis of the following legal grounds:​

​a)​​compliance​​with​​a​​legal​​obligation​​to​​which​​the​​Controller​​is​​subject,​​pursuant​
​to Article 6, paragraph 1, letter c) of the GDPR;​

​b)​ ​performance​ ​of​ ​a​ ​task​ ​carried​ ​out​ ​in​ ​the​ ​public​ ​interest​​or​​in​​the​​exercise​​of​
​official​​authority​​vested​​in​​the​​Data​​Controller,​​pursuant​​to​​Article​​6,​​paragraph​​1,​
​letter e) of the GDPR.​

​Recipients and Categories of Data​

​In​ ​relation​ ​to​ ​the​ ​Call​ ​in​ ​question,​ ​the​ ​personal​ ​data​ ​of​ ​the​ ​natural​ ​persons​
​belonging​ ​to​ ​the​ ​categories​ ​of​ ​beneficiaries​ ​provided​ ​for​ ​by​ ​the​ ​notice​ ​will​ ​be​
​processed.​

​needs related to the settlement project in Torino.​

​The​ ​processed​ ​data​ ​pertain​ ​to​ ​all​ ​individuals​ ​who​ ​must​ ​meet​ ​the​​requirements​
​set forth in the Notice.​

​The​ ​processing​ ​will​ ​be​ ​carried​ ​out​ ​using​ ​both​ ​manual​ ​and/or​ ​IT​ ​and​ ​telematic​
​tools​​with​​organizational​​and​​processing​​logic​​strictly​​correlated​​to​​the​​purposes​
​themselves,​​and​​in​​any​​case​​in​​such​​a​​way​​as​​to​​guarantee​​the​​security,​​integrity,​
​and​ ​confidentiality​ ​of​ ​the​ ​data,​ ​in​ ​compliance​ ​with​ ​the​ ​organizational,​ ​physical,​
​and logical measures provided for by current regulations.​

​Data Transfer and Categories of Recipients​

​The​ ​data​ ​are​ ​processed​ ​within​ ​the​ ​European​ ​Union.​ ​Should​ ​the​ ​need​ ​arise​ ​to​
​transfer​ ​data​ ​outside​ ​the​ ​European​ ​Union,​ ​this​ ​privacy​ ​notice​ ​will​ ​be​
​supplemented,​​providing​​an​​account​​of​​the​​provisions​​of​​Article​​13,​​letter​​f)​​of​​the​
​GDPR.​

​The​ ​data​ ​may​ ​also​ ​be​ ​transferred​ ​to​ ​other​ ​parties​ ​(e.g.,​ ​opposing​ ​parties,​
​participants​ ​in​ ​the​ ​procedure,​ ​other​ ​applicants)​ ​in​ ​the​ ​event​ ​of​ ​a​ ​request​ ​for​
​access to administrative documents.​

​The​​data​​may​​be​​communicated​​to​​third​​parties,​​such​​as​​external​​commissioners​
​of​ ​the​ ​City​ ​involved​ ​in​ ​the​ ​evaluation​ ​and​ ​service​ ​providers​ ​necessary​ ​for​ ​the​
​performance​ ​of​ ​the​ ​activities,​ ​who​ ​will​ ​be​ ​appointed​ ​as​ ​‘Data​ ​Processors’​
​pursuant to Article 28 of the GDPR.​

​Data Retention Period​

​Personal​ ​data​ ​will​ ​be​ ​retained​ ​for​ ​the​ ​entire​ ​duration​ ​of​ ​the​ ​procedure,​ ​in​
​compliance​​with​​the​​statutory​​limitation​​periods​​for​​the​​exercise​​of​​rights​​within​
​administrative, civil, and criminal judicial proceedings.​

​The​ ​data​ ​may​ ​be​ ​stored​ ​for​ ​archiving​ ​purposes​ ​in​ ​the​ ​public​ ​interest,​ ​for​
​historical research purposes, or for statistical purposes.​

​Personal​​data​​contained​​in​​the​​resolution​​approving​​the​​service​​access​​rankings,​
​along​ ​with​ ​the​ ​relevant​ ​attachments​ ​(such​ ​as​ ​minutes,​ ​application​ ​forms,​ ​and​
​attached documentation), will be retained indefinitely.​

​Data Subject Rights​

​Data​ ​Subjects​ ​may​ ​avail​ ​themselves,​ ​where​ ​applicable,​ ​of​ ​the​ ​rights​ ​of​ ​access​
​(Art.​ ​15),​ ​rectification​ ​(Art.​​16),​​erasure​​(Art.​​17),​​restriction​​of​​processing​​(Art.​​18),​

​data​ ​portability​ ​(Art.​ ​20),​ ​and​ ​objection​ ​(Art.​ ​21),​ ​as​ ​governed​​by​​the​​GDPR.​​The​
​right​ ​may​ ​be​ ​exercised​ ​with​ ​the​​Controller​​or​​its​​designated​​person,​​or​​with​​the​
​Data Protection Officer, as identified above.​

​Right to Lodge a Complaint​

​Ultimately,​ ​in​ ​addition​ ​to​ ​the​ ​safeguards​ ​provided​ ​through​ ​administrative​ ​or​
​judicial​​channels,​​a​​complaint​​may​​still​​be​​lodged​​with​​the​​Italian​​Data​​Protection​
​Authority​ ​if​ ​the​ ​data​ ​subject​ ​considers​​that​​the​​processing​​is​​in​​violation​​of​​the​
​aforementioned Regulation.​

​Provision of Data​

​The​ ​provision​ ​of​ ​personal​ ​data​ ​is​ ​necessary​ ​for​ ​the​ ​purpose​ ​of​ ​participating​ ​in​
​this Call "Hello Torino - Housing for Talents".​

​The​ ​refusal​ ​to​ ​provide​ ​the​ ​requested​ ​data​ ​will​ ​prevent​​both​​participation​​in​​the​
​procedure and the provision of the service outlined in the Public Notice.​

​Automated Process​

​The​ ​City​ ​of​ ​Torino​ ​does​ ​not​ ​use​ ​processing​ ​methods​ ​based​ ​on​ ​automated​
​decision-making (Article 22 of the GDPR).​

​Different Purposes​

​The​ ​data​ ​provided​ ​are​ ​not​ ​processed​ ​for​ ​purposes​ ​other​ ​than​ ​the​ ​institutional​
​ones indicated above.​
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
